Objectives:
Students will be able to 
· successfully write focused, organized, content sufficient, and mechanically accurate works 
· read and analyze different styles and forms of writing
· define and utilize numerous vocabulary words
· effectively communicate points through fluent, clear speaking and attentive listening
Requirements
· Discipline: All students are expected to comply with the rules as stated in their Union City Middle High School student handbook
· Read, write, speak, listen proficiently according to the Pennsylvania State Standards & Anchors
· Students are expected to have an independent novel to read at all times. Students may borrow a book from Mrs. Winsor’s library, the school’s library, the public library or from their own collection. All books should be approved by a parent or guardian prior to the student’s reading to ensure that the material is suitable for their student’s age, moral code, reading skill level, and maturity level.  It is impossible for Mrs. Winsor to know the content of every book a student may read and she is politely asking the parents to take responsibility for that task.

Grades:
· Grades are calculated using a total points system. Keep track of your own points
· Early homework will gain extra credit (10% of total points available)
· Late homework will be penalized 
· 1 day late - 25% of total points available
· 2 days late - 50% of total points available
· 3 + days – zero grade

· Test corrections can and should be executed, but are not required. Each accurate correction will add ½ of the original points to the test grade. (If the original question was worth 2 points, the accurate correction will add 1 point). 
· Plagiarism will result in a zero grade, disciplinary referral, & contact with parent/guardian. Dictionary.com defines plagiarism as “the unauthorized use or close imitation of the language and thoughts of another author and the representation of them as one's own original work.”
· Cheating will not be tolerated. Students caught cheating will receive a zero grade, disciplinary referral, & contact with parent/guardian. Students who allow another student to copy from them receive the same punishment as the ones copying – do not let others cheat from you! 
· Technological failures: In the event of a computer malfunction or printer meltdown, I require a note from the parents for verification; however, neatly printed handwritten assignments are always accepted and should be submitted in the event of a computer issue. Back up your work often and in multiple locations (yellow folder, jump drive, email, desktop, etc.) 


**Participation:
Participation is not only expected, it is mandatory. In order to become fluent in grammar, writing, reading, and speech, students are required to share with the class in a respectful and orderly manner. Mrs. Winsor’s participation system is also an excellent way to gain extra credit. 
At the beginning of each week every student is designated 10 points (+ marks) for participation. These 10 points can decrease ( marks) or increase (+ marks) based on the student’s participation level, preparedness, and their adherence to the classroom expectations and policies. Students are able to receive up to 15 points per week of participation which equates to 5 extra credit points per week. If a student receives 3  marks in a single day or 5  marks in a week, a disciplinary slip will be completed and directed to the principal’s office where they will determine the appropriate action. Points are reset to 10 at the beginning of each week.
Students must have at least 10 points in order to utilize the hall pass.
