Writing Circles
The objective of a writing circle is to work as a team to answer the prompt in a clear and correct manner hitting all of the elements required. The prompts will begin simple and increase in difficulty as the semester progresses.

Each writing circle group will have three members with each member taking on a different responsibility. Students will not only be graded on the final project but also on their cooperation with each other and their participation in the group. Team members will grade the active participation (out of 10) for each student confidentially. 

The writing roles:

Sizzling Secretary: The secretary is in charge of physically writing down the brainstorming, rough drafts, revisions, and final draft. 

Persnickety Proofreader: The proofreader is constantly working together with the secretary and making suggestions as the writing assignment is being created. The proofreader is responsible in ensuring that the final project is error free. They should be armed at all times with a colored pen, a dictionary, and a thesaurus. 

Superb Storyteller/ Thorough Task Master: The storyteller is responsible for generating ideas, brainstorming, making sure that all the elements of the task are met, and reading the story to the entire class on writing circles reading days. The task master also guarantees that the other members of the group are working on the assignment and not socializing. 

All group members should collaborate with each other to create a fresh, interesting, and applicable writing assignment. 

Writing Circle groups will be assigned randomly. Each group will work together through three writing assignments. Students should switch roles each assignment so that everyone has a chance at each position.
